THE PROGRESSION OF SIN 
Bob Abney 

 
James 1:12–15  Blessed is the man who endures temptation; for when he has been 

approved, he will receive the crown of life which the Lord has promised to those who 
love Him. 13 Let no one say when he is tempted, “I am tempted by God”; for God cannot 
be tempted by evil, nor does He Himself tempt anyone. 14 But each one is tempted when 
he is drawn away by his own desires and enticed. 15 Then, when desire has conceived, 
it gives birth to sin; and sin, when it is full-grown, brings forth death.  

Sin begins small; proceeds to grow; gradually becomes stronger over us; finally en-
tangles us; ultimately kills us. The following is a description of this process. 

TEMPTATION: A Sin appears, enticing one to submit. DELIGHT: there appears in 
the person the act of "looking on" feeling some degree of pleasure (lust is arising)...but 
still not participating. Likes to sneak peeks,,. secretly and vicariously enjoying the evil of 
others.  

CONSENT: the stage where one begins to "see no real harm" within a certain act, 
the act begins to become acceptable.  

ATTEMPT: the next step is to begin the actual doing of sin in small steps, or on a 
small scale ....justified by saying, "I am not really into this." A nibbling around the edges 
of sin like nibbling on a cake but never taking a mouthful.  

PRACTICE: in this step one begins to do this sin on a regular basis, it’s becoming a 
way of life.  

CUSTOM: the sin has become a habit, regularly done, systematically done.  
EXCUSE: one begins to justify what he/she does; not an outright approval, but a 

saying "this not really all that bad." 
DEFEND: one step further, a defending of his/her actions having reached the stage 

where one says that such an act is "not wrong" it is just "not wise."   
BRAG: going further along the slippery slope. showing his/her sophistication by ac-

tually bragging about how educated they are, how they fit in with society.  
OBSTINATE: by this stage one ceases to listen to reason, stubbornness sets in, 

only a little crack remains for reason to get through.  
REPROBATE: the final stage; hardness has set in; a total rejection of the good; 

wickedness and evil reign supreme; a person has recognized the fatherhood of Satan! 
"Be alert: be watchful; for your adversary, the devil, stalks about as a roaring lion 

looking for someone to devour. Resist him steadfastly in the faith...."  (1 Peter 5:8)

We all are tempted but how do we handle those temptations? Do we cut it off at that 
point or have we progressed to some of the other stages of sin? 

May we always see the dangers of sin and resist the temptations of the devil and 
determine to never allow it to progress to the next step.
