Fed and clothed strangers.

Taken time to help and listen to the problems
of others.

3. Teaches us to Love our Christian Brethren.

m [ Cor.12:26,27,1 Thess. 4:9
= Loving blood brethren helps to understand

how to love spiritual brethren.

Mothers are masters at teaching us how to get
along with others.

4. Teaches us to Love your Enemies.

m 7. Teaches us that Perfect Love Cast out Fear.
m IJohn 4:18.

= A Mother’s love casts out the fear of:
= 7. Want. (Psalms 23:1)
2. Being forsaken. (Rom. 8: 38,39)
= 3. Death. (Psalms 23:4)

= We can count on Mother being there when everyone
else has left us.



A Mother’s Love

8. Teaches that Love Should do no Harm.

= Godly mothers discipline b/c they love, not

because of anger, etc.

= Failure to Thrive Syndrome.

= A lack of love and nurturing during the 15t two

years of a child’s life will cause lifelong
problems.

[t is so important for children to experience
love and care from mothers in their lives.
