21, 2017. A friend of mine mentioned it 
was her birthday, but that’s not what 
it’s about. The Oak Ridge Boys are 
playing the Wilson County Fair, but it’s 
not about that, either. All of the 
excitement is centered on the solar 
eclipse.
