Introduction
- Christ, on many occasions, stated that we “Have eyes and cannot not see 

And ears that cannot hear”

- Ex. Cannot see the forest for the trees.

- Because of the mind, we cannot oftentimes overlook the obvious.

- Our state of mind sometimes blinds us to truth.

- We often struggle when help and safety are so close in our lives.



Introduction
- Elisha and his servant found themselves surrounded by the Syrian army.

- Elisa’s servant was worried BUT Elisha was not!

- Elisha knew that God was with him.

- He prayed for his servant’s eyes to be opened.

- When his spiritual eyes were opened, he saw the real picture!!!

- He was then able to see the army of the Lord surrounding the Syrians!!



Spiritual Sight
- We all need to use our spiritual sight to please God.

- II Cor. 5:7 “We walk by faith, not by sight.”

- There are things we cannot see unless we look through our spiritual eyes.

- Heb. 11: 13,14.  The patriarchs had this faith.

- They looked, saw, and walked by faith!!

Spiritual Needs
- 1. Our/My Spiritual Needs.

- We all have a sin problem (I John 1: 8,10).
