Godly Grandparents are Special

Erin and I truly appreciate the prayers and words of concern about our grandmothers this
week. My grandma is responding well to an antibiotic treatment and Erin’s grandmother (a
month shy of 101) is in her final hours before meeting her Lord. We are thankful that both
are Christians. Erin’s grandma was actually baptized in her eighties! It’s never too late to
make the decision to follow Jesus!

These past few days have reminded us how special grandparents are. We think back on our

memories from younger years when our grandparents taught us how to fish, can vegetables,
or get a good deal at a yard sale. We love hearing their stories about the good-ole-days and

the trouble they got up to when they were younger. They were also very likely going to buy
us a toy or give us a piece of candy when our parents weren’t looking.

The best thing a grandparent can do for their grandchild is to teach them about God and His
Word. Their attributes of love, gentleness, and wisdom combine with the timeless truths of
Scripture to share the most important story ever told. We see an example of this in the New
Testament. The apostle Paul recognized the important role Timothy’s grandmother Lois
played in his spiritual development (2 Timothy 1:5). Even though Timothy didn’t have a
spiritually-minded father, his grandmother and his mother taught him the Scriptures!

One passage we are likely familiar with is 2 Timothy 3:16 - “All Scripture is breathed out by
God and profitable for teaching, for reproof, for correction, and for training in righteousness,
that the man of God may be complete, equipped for every good work.” But have you ever
noticed verses 14-15? Paul writes to Timothy: “But as for you, continue in what you have
learned and have firmly believed, knowing from whom you learned it and how from child-
hood you have been acquainted with the sacred writings, which are able to make you wise
for salvation through faith in Christ Jesus.” Paul reminds Timothy of the trustworthiness of
both the Scriptures and his earliest teachers, one of whom was his grandmother.

Grandparents, as much as you are able, are you teaching your grandchildren the wonderful
works of God? Though their parents, like Timothy’s father, may not be interested or in-
volved in spiritual things, your influence can have lasting eternal impact on those young
lives! Bring them to church, but even more importantly, let them see the love of Jesus and
the Word of God in your daily lives and care for them. As much fun as it may be to spoil
them with goodies and treats, share the bread of life with them whenever you have the
chance!

Thank you Lord for our grandparents! Thank you grandparents for all you do for us!
